Governor’s Grants Office Publishes 2012 Annual Report of Federal Funds Flowing into Maryland

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May 7, 2012 (Annapolis)…The Maryland Governor’s Grants Office has issued its 2012 annual report of Federal funds that flow into Maryland. It is presented in its entirety online. 

“Our State is committed to keeping government transparent and accountable, and this report explains how your federal tax dollars are being put to work in Maryland for you. In FY2012, 508 federal grants brought approximately $9.2 billion to Maryland’s state agencies to better provide for our communities. We’re pleased that over the past year, 71% of the grants addressed our 15 strategic policy goals—from reducing violent crime to increasing student achievement,” said Governor Martin O’Malley.
The Affordability Care Act resulted in 14 separate federal grants being secured by five State agencies. These grants alone will bring in $16.4 million in FY2012, increasing to $35.6 million in FY2013.

 “The majority of federal grant funds that return to Maryland first touch state government before being passed along.  Local governments and non-profits can benefit by learning about how these funds flow.  This year’s report also includes a new section that lists federal grant funds going into each Maryland county,” said Eric Brenner.

The report summary lists all Federal grants flowing into Maryland, and can be followed to the specific Maryland State agency receiving the grant/s, and in each agency report there is a detailed description of each grant program that explains how the money is actually being spent.  The report also includes information about private dollars flowing into Maryland from foundation grants.   

Besides issuing an Annual Report, the Maryland Governor’s Grants Office offers numerous training webinars and workshops throughout the State around the subjects of finding, winning and managing grants and preparing for successful audits.  With the help of the Governor’s Grants office, State Agencies and Institutions of Higher Learning throughout Maryland have reduced their total current federal audit findings to just 11 this year, down from 18 in last year’s report.
